FROM FR. JOE… 
 

This Sunday morning, we rejoice with 8-year-old Mackenzie 
LaPlant and her family as we celebrate the Rite of Acceptance 
(8:00am Mass at St. John Bosco), by which she takes an im-
portant step toward receiving the sacraments and becoming a 
member of the Catholic Church.  Mackenzie is a student at Holy 
Family School and has been receiving additional religious instruc-
tion here in the parish for the last several months.  We anticipate 
she’ll be baptized in June.  Please be sure to introduce yourself to 
her and her family, if you get a chance—she’s quite a vibrant 
young lady!  Congratulations, “Mack"! 
 
I’m getting on a plane this Sunday afternoon for Houston, Texas, 
to take part in the ordination of Bishop-elect Steven Lopes on 
Tuesday.  Bishop-elect Lopes was a schoolmate of mine in Rome, 
and has been appointed by Pope Francis to be the very first Bish-
op to lead the “Personal Ordinariate of the Chair of St. Peter”—a 
structure set up by Pope Benedict XVI in 2012, very much like a 
diocese and covering all of the U.S. and Canada, to provide pasto-
ral care for Anglicans and Episcopalians who wish to become 
Catholic and yet maintain some of their venerable liturgical tradi-
tions.  So it’s a rather historic occasion, as well as a day of great 
joy for a dear friend, in which I’m so glad to be able to take 
part.  Please pray for Bishop-elect Lopes’ and his ministry, as 
well as for safe travel.  I’ll be back in Malone Thursday evening 
(before I get too used to the warmer Texas temperatures). 
 
Speaking of travel…Over the last year and a half, I’ve been asked 
many times by many of you if we’ll be making another parish 
pilgrimage to St. Joseph’s Oratory in Montréal (as we did back in 
June 1, 2014).  Having been asked once again recently, I brought 
the idea to the Pastoral Council at its meeting a few weeks ago, 
wondering if this Jubilee Year of Mercy might be a particularly 
good time to go.  However, when we pulled out our calendars and 
saw so many “extras” for this Holy Year stacking up on top of the 
regular annual parish events, we couldn’t find a good time to fit in 
such a big undertaking.  Everyone agrees it’s a great idea, and 
that’s why we want to do it well…so we’re going to hold off until 
2017.  In the meantime, I encourage anyone who wishes to make 
the trip to the Oratory themselves (it’s one of the easiest destina-
tions to reach in Montréal) in order to pray to good St. Joseph and 
our holy patron, St. André.

Sacrament of Baptism 
Parents who wish to have a child baptized should contact 
Rev. Joseph Giroux to make arrangements for the date and 
for a program of preparation.  Parents are highly encour-
aged to make arrangements at least three months before the 
child is born, as the Catholic Church encourages Baptism 
for infants as soon as possible after birth.  Adults and older 
children (seven years or older) interested in Baptism or en-
tering into full communion with the Catholic Church should 
inquire about the program of preparation (R.C.I.A.: the Rite 
of Christian Initiation of Adults). 
  
Sacrament of Matrimony 
A Catholic wishing to be married in one of our churches 
should contact one of the priests at least six months prior to 
the desired date in order to begin making arrangements.  A 
program of preparation is required.  The parish should be 
contacted before any other plans are made—for example, 
the wedding reception. 
  
Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick 
For those preparing for surgery, nursing home residents, or 
the homebound, contact one of the parish priests to make 
arrangements to be anointed.  For those in the hospital 
(especially in the event of an emergency), ask the hospital 
staff to contact the priest on call.
