By law, the corporate structure of each Catholic parish in NYS
includes two Lay Trustees: parishioners selected to represent the
interests of their fellow members in legal and financial af-

fairs. Trustees may serve up to three one-year terms and, in the
Diocese of Ogdensburg, are ex officio members of the parish’s
Pastoral and Finance Councils. I’m very happy to announce that
Greg Paye has agreed to serve as a new Trustee for St. André’s
Parish, effective February 15. He’ll be serving along with Pam
Leduc and replacing Jim Coughlin, who have been the parish’s
“founding” Trustees since July 1, 2014. I’'m so grateful to Jim for
the wise counsel he’s provided, and look forward to working with
Greg in the days ahead.

A major project just begun by our Pastoral Council is a process of
strategic planning. We’ve long seen the need to do something
like this, so at a special meeting on February 8, we started. The
goal is to develop a long range plan that can guide parish life,
rather than simply reacting to things when they come up. We
began by discussing parish values and needs—who we want to be
as St. André’s Parish. The next phase is to brainstorm programs
in line with those values and which will meet those

needs. Finally, we will look at what resources (staffing, finances,
and facilities) are required to provide such programs. We will
keep you informed of our progress, and of course will be looking
for your input. You can find the agenda from this recent meeting
on the St. André’s website on the Pastoral Council page.

A couple of folks slipped on some ice in front of Notre Dame
Church last weekend. The steps at the front of the church are
heated to prevent such slippery conditions, but the sub-zero tem-
peratures made it impossible for that system to be completely
effective; it was even too cold for salt to work on melting the
ice. Please be careful in the winter conditions, and bring any
trouble spots you find to the attention of a parish staff mem-

ber. We do our best to keep things safe.

And can I ask a small favor of you? I was present at three of
our four Masses last Sunday, during all of which the closing song
was being sung a cappella for Lent. As the servers and clergy
were still processing down the aisle, I noticed that people began
leaving their pews and talking rather loudly, even though the
singing was still going on. I kindly ask that, whether or not the
organ is playing and whether or not you’ve chosen to sing along,
you remain quietly in place (including if you’re seated in the cry
room or chapel) until the procession and the closing song have
finished—out of respect for the sacred liturgy, for our hardwork-
ing musicians, and for your fellow parishioners who are still par-
ticipating in the final moments of the Mass. Many thanks!
